
We invite you to join us
for the Southern Classic Duck, Goose and
Swan Calling Championships at the western
end of Stewart Parkway adjacent to the
Pamlico River in Historic Downtown
Washington, North Carolina, on February 9,
2008.  Some of the best callers on the East
Coast will line the shores of the Pamlico River
for what will be one of the finest events of the
year.

The Southern Classic
is sponsored by the East Carolina Wildfowl
Guild and will be held in conjunction with the
East Carolina Wildlife Arts Festival and the
North Carolina Decoy Carving Champion-
ships occurring February 8 through February
10, 2008.  This year, the Classic is being
formatted to promote four championships:
1) North Carolina State Duck Calling Cham-
pionship, the winner of which will represent
the state of North Carolina at the World
Championships at Stuttgart, Arkansas.  This
division is being sponsored by North Carolina
Ducks Unlimited.  2) North Carolina State
Goose Calling Championships.  3) World Swan
Calling Championship.  4) Pamlico Regional
Duck Calling Championship.  The Junior
Divisions as shown on the opposite page are
now being sponsored by Delta Waterfowl.
Mark your calendars and do not miss out on
one of the biggest events for wildlife and
wildfowl enthusiasts on the East Coast.

seconds.  After the 1 minute and 20 seconds, the red light will
be turned on in view of the contestant.  The red light will re-
main on for the  next 10 seconds and the caller must finish by
the time the light goes off.  All divisions will compete in two
rounds of calling.

Contestants will be identified by number only until the
conclusion of the contest.

Contestants must be in an isolation area until the conclu-
sion of the contest.  They will not be permitted to leave the
isolation area until the conclusion of the contest.

There will be a designated place for the contestant to
stand for competition.

Callers will be given the opportunity to warm up but not
to exceed 10 seconds.

Any rule questions will be decided by the Southern Clas-
sic Chairman.  Score sheets are to be viewed only after con-
tacting (and in the presence of) the Classic Chairman.

North Carolina State Duck Calling Championship –
Judging will be based on the contestant’s ability to bring in a
simulated flight of ducks using all of the following: 1) Hail or
a long distance call, 2) Mating or lonesome duck call, 3) Feed
or chatter call, and 4) Come back call.  To enter this division
you must be a resident of North Carolina and proof of resi-
dency must be shown (e.g., driver’s license, etc.).

North Carolina State Goose Calling Championship –
Judging will be based on the contestant’s ability to bring in a
simulated flight of geese using all of the following: 1) Hail
call, 2) Come on call, 3) Come back call, and 4) Confidence
call.  To enter this division you must be a resident of North
Carolina and proof of residence must be shown (e.g. driver’s
licenses, etc.).

World Swan Calling Championship – Judging will be
based on the contestant’s ability to bring in a simulated flight
of swans using all of the following: 1) the Hoot, 2) the Con-
tact Call, 3) the Triumph Call, and 4) the Trill Call.  The win-
ner of this division may hold the championship for three times
only, not necessarily in consecutive years.

Pamlico Regional Duck Calling Championship – Partici-
pants must follow the same guidelines, age requirements, etc.
as the N.C. State Duck Calling Championship, except partici-
pants do not have to be a resident of North Carolina.

Southern Classic Open Goose will be open to all contes-
tants, regardless of age or sex, and will follow the same re-
quirements as the Goose Calling Division as listed above.

Junior Duck, Junior Goose, and Junior Swan will have
the same requirements as their corresponding divisions previ-
ously described.

Note: No N.C. residency is required for any division except
the N.C. State Duck and N.C. State Goose.
